1 Corinthians 8:1-13 

 
Acts 15:28–29 
[28] For it has seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to us to lay on you no greater burden 
than these requirements: [29] that you abstain from what has been sacrificed to idols, 
and from blood, and from what has been strangled, and from sexual immorality. If you 
keep yourselves from these, you will do well. Farewell.” (ESV)

So, the best approach is to give clarity 
about the rules and set a high bar for our actions, thus avoiding anything that might 
lead to sin.  But the result is that they will impose their conscience on all, put layers on 
the Gospel, and stand in judgment over others who do not agree or who do these 
things.
