Psalm 117 & Psalm 1

The theological richness of the psalms emerges out of a profound knowledge of God rooted in 

relationship; at bottom, the framework for all dimensions of that relationship is provided by the covenant. 
Thus the psalmists are covenant writers, whether their perspective is individual, national, or that of 

Israel's cult. And their knowledge of God is rooted in the covenant; they respond to God in prayer, in 

praise, or in particular life situations because of an already existing covenant relationship which makes 

such response possible.

of the fathers on the children and the children’s children, to the third and the fourth generation.” [8] And
